Kitsune Kon 2011 - Artist Agreement
I. Artist Booth Prices


A. Basic artist setup includes:



1. One (1) 6’ x 6’ booth space


2. One (1) skirted 6’x30” table


3. Two (2) chairs

B. Artists will only receive one booth with one table.


1. Any extra tables must be brought by the artist; only one (1) will be supplied to them by the convention.

C. All measurements are approximate.
II. Pre-Registration Information


A. The base price of $50 covers the cost of

1. One (1) 6’ x 6’ booth space


2. One (1) skirted 6’x30” table


3. Two (2) chairs

B. All payments must be paid in full at the time of registration.
III. Booth Setup Information

A. Setup in the Artist Alley begins on Friday, February 25, from 12:00 pm (noon) to 3:00 pm.

B. There will be convention staff on hand beginning at 12:00 pm (noon) on Friday afternoon to assist with directions to and from the parking ramp and to the Artist Alley.

C. Artists who have not claimed their space, made contact with the Artist Alley Department Head to make other arrangements, or booths that are unoccupied by 7:00 pm on Friday night will be forfeit.  Kitsune Kon may resell any forfeit booths at Kitsune Kon's discretion.

D. The Artist Alley will be open:


1. Friday = 3:00 pm to 7:00 pm


2. Saturday = 10:00 am to 7:00 pm


3. Sunday = 10:00 am to 4:00 pm

E. Setup for each day begins promptly at 9:00 am.

F. During the day on Friday no staff will be present until 12:00 pm (noon).  Convention security will be on hand the entire weekend
G. Spaces are given out on a first-come first-serve basis.

1. Internet will be accessible from the Artist Alley through wireless access.
H. For the safety of attendees, please do not place any large upright merchandise displays or advertising in the Artist Alley aisles.  Any large advertising or displays must remain inside your booth.
I. Parking permits will be obtained when checking into the rooms or directly from the  parking ramp.
IV. Payments, Cancellations, Refunds, and Sales Tax

A. All checks must be made through PayPal.


B. Cancellations and Refunds



1. Cancellation Policy


a. Any artists who wish to cancel their contract with Kitsune Kon must immediately contact the Artist Alley Department Head.



2. Refund Policy


a. No refunds will be issued to any artists.

C. Wisconsin Sales and Use Tax


1. All information contained here is for your convenience.  Each vendor/artist is responsible for collecting and paying tax to the State of Wisconsin as required by law.


a. All vendors and artists must be registered with the State of Wisconsin if making taxable sales during Kitsune Kon.

c. A use tax certificate is required for every out-of-state retailer who is not required to hold a seller’s permit, but is engaged in business in Wisconsin and making retail sales, leases, or rentals of tangible personal property or providing taxable services in Wisconsin.


d. How do I obtain a permit?  You can register online with the Business Online Registration (https://ww2.revenue.wi.gov/GenericFile/application?interview=1232807).  Or you can complete and mail in an Application for Business Tax Registration (http://www.revenue.wi.gov/forms/sales/btr-101.pdf).


e. Outigamie County has a 5% sales and use tax as of the time of this writing.  The most up to date listing can be found online at http://www.revenue.wi.gov/faqs/pcs/taxrates.html#txrate4.

V. Rules For Merchandise


A. All anime and items being sold must be legal copies and not bootlegged.


1. Kitsune Kon reserves the right to remove merchandise deemed unacceptable.  This includes bootlegged merchandise as well as forms of blatant nudity or sexuality (please see item D).

2. The first time we find an artist selling such items, they will be given a verbal warning.


3. The second time we find an artist selling such items, they will be asked to immediately remove themselves and their merchandise from the Vendor/Artist room and the convention.


B. Hentai, yaoi, yuri, and other miscellaneous above-18 merchandise must be clearly marked, in proper containers, and properly censored if on display.

C. All previously viewed/used merchandise must be labeled as so.


D. Kitsune Kon is not responsible for any lost or stolen merchandise but security and staff will be on hand to prevent this.  However, if you do notice strange or suspicious activity or behavior, immediately find a staff member and report what you have seen.

E. Fan art is allowed.  However, Kitsune Kon is not responsible for any copyright infringement that the artist may incur.
When you agree to the agreement and submit your application, you acknowledge that by paying the predetermined few that you consent to the terms contained within the agreement.  That includes these terms.  Please, read the agreement and ask questions regarding anything you don't understand.  If you fail to read this agreement prior to paying, you risk being declared in breach of the agreement.  Breaking these rules may result in the loss of your space in the Artist Alley without a refund.
More details of what will be happening during the convention for the Artist Alley will be sent shortly after we receive and have accepted your application and payment, as well as the space you will be allotted in the Artist Alley.  On your application, please be as specific as possible with what kind of setup you will need, and we will provide what we can.
